e @uests and community members are welcome to attend and use the outdoor pool during a rental only.

e Food and refreshments can be brought in but must be kept in the picnic table area at all times. No glass
containers or alcohol is allowed.

e Safety Breaks: 10 minutes long at the end of the hour for anyone under the age of 18.

e  Children 8 and under must be accompanied by a caregiver or adult 16 or older. Children 5 years and under or
non-swimmers, caregivers MUST be within an arm’s reach IN THE WATER at all times.

e Swim Test: Must be taken by anyone under the age of 14 who wishes to use the deep end or slide.
e All flotation devices must be U.S. Coast Guard approved and all pool rules will be enforced.
