Each YMCA location has a summer recreational team
and the season runs from June through July.

AQUATIC LEADERS CLUB Ages 12-15

Each class meeting is 40 minutes in length.

The aim of this club is to prepare middle school aged
students ages 12-15 to participate in a lifequard or a
swim instructor certification program as well as gain job
readiness skills. The program will help participants build
endurance in swimming as well as gain knowledge about
the aquatic environment in order to aide or work in a
YMCA aquatics program.

JR LIFEGUARD CAMP Ages 12-14

This camp is to prepare participants for a
future job as a lifequard. This program will help
build swimming endurance as well as gain
knowledge in aquatic safety and rescue skills.

PRE-COURSE CONDITIONING Ages 14-18

Each class meeting is 40 minutes in length.

This class is to set potential lifeguards up for
success in the certification class.

Swimmers will learn or refine freestyle and
breaststroke techniques, treading water and
surface dives.

LIFEGUARD CERTIFICATION Ages 15-Adult
The YMCA of Lincoln offers full certifications
and recertification for current lifeguards. See
our Red Cross Certifications brochure or our
website for registration information.
